Surface Preparation:

e Al surfaces fo receive coating must be clean, dry and free from any foreign matter such as
dirt, oils, grease or other debris that could inhibit adhesion.

e Metal surfaces that display rusting or other oxidation, to be prepared with a grinder or wire
brush as needed to remove surface contaminations.

e Existing roof sysfems to be visually inspected for conditions that may adversely affect
adhesion of newly installed products.
Repair any visible deficiencies such as splitiing, blistering and buckling.

e Visually inspect all flashings, edges, drains, valleys and through roof penetrations and repair
as needed by project conditions.

Application:
e Stir all products well prior to application.
Apply at 5" (125 mil) up to V4" (250 mil) thick uniform application

using a brush, frowel, putty knife or bulk sealant gun [Albion® DL-45-

01 or equivalent).
®  Apply fo all laps, cracks or breaks in the surface extending a
minimum of 2 inches on each side.

e Curing time will vary due to wet film thickness, ambient temperature,

humidity and other climatic conditions. For best results allow the
product to dry ovemight before the application of subsequent
materials.

e Apply only when ambient temperatures are 50°F and rising. Cold
weather could result in uneven application and improper curing of
the product.

e Do not apply if inclement weather is expected within 24 hours
of application.

® Do not apply af temperatures greater than 120°F
Do not thin product.

e Prior fo using this product on new cap sheets (smooth or granulated);

it is recommended fo wait 30 days for weathering.

Storage and Cleaning:

Shelf life is 18 months if stored in original unopened confainers.

All containers should be sealed when not in use.

Keep from freezing.

Store between 40°F and 100°F.

Observe normal safeguards for storing and handling of this product

prior to and during application.

Clean equipment and overspray with water.

e Clean hands with waterless hand cleaner.
Application tools and equipment can be cleaned with lukewarm
water and soap, followed by a rinse of isopropanoal, acetone, or
Simple Green®. Recirculate through lines and gun until residual
coating is removed.
